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Memorandum of Understanding

to build Huawei Technology House
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This Memorandum of Understanding (hereinafter
referred to as “MOU”) is made on 6™ of November
2019

BETWEEN

Tanta University, Headquarter at Al-Geish street,
Tanta, Gharbia Governorate, Egypt , (hereinafter
referred to as the Tanta University which expression
shall include its successors and permitted assigns)

AND

Huawei Technologies (Egypt) Co. Ltd., a company
incorporated and existing under the laws of Egypt,
having its registered office at Building (B) 2215 Smart
Village, Alexandria Desert Road-Giza, Egypt.
(Hereinafter referred to as “Huawei”;

Egypt hereinafter
> and each

Tanta University and Huawei
collectively referred to as the “Parties’
individually referred to as a “Party”.

WHEREAS:

Tanta University is doing a number of important
responsibilities: proposing higher education policy for
key area in Delta region, setting the plans, projects and
programs necessary to implement this policy, putting
the means that lead to spreading university and higher
education in light of the current and future needs and
the Digital Transformation of Egypt and is willing to
cooperate with Huawei Egypt;

Huawei is a leading global provider of information and
communications technology (ICT) infrastructure and
smart devices. With integrated solutions across four
key domains — telecom networks, IT, smart devices,
and cloud services — that committed to bringing digital
to every person, home and organization for a fully
connected, intelligent world.
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NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of their
respective covenants as hereinafter appearing, the
parties agree as follows
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Tanta University and Huawei are willing to establish a
cooperation and start 3 initiatives to support Egypt
vision in Digital transformation:
1-  Establish ICT Academy targeting Youth Capacity
Building
2-  Cooperation in Academic Research
3-  Smart University Consultation
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1. Establish ICT Academy
Capacity Building

targeting Youth
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1.1 Huawei will transfer technology knowledge and
certify the University’s Students by Huawei high level
international experts, give them internship opportunity
also connect the ICT companies in the Egyptian market
and the region to hire from this pool of its trainees and
certified graduates. The initiative aims to supply high
quality ICT talents that would meet the ICT
challenging and frequently changing requirements.
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1.2 Huawei will launch an Information and Network
Academy as partnership program that authorizes Tanta
University to deliver Huawei Certification courses to
its students.

Training cost shall not exceed LE 600 EGP for
university Students and 1200 for fresh graduates. Shall
be paid by Student or fresh Graduate.

This fee should be shared between the college academy
and the trainer equally (50% for the trainer and 50% as
return for the college academy)

This academy will graduate 500 trainers, at least 150
HCIA certified and 10 HCIP certified by 2021.
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1.3 Huawei Shall

e License an Academy in Tanta University for two
years

e Provide the Virtual Lab for Tanta University
without termination from Huawei according to the
approved certification tracks launched in the
university.

e Provide educational materials used in training and
without termination, which will be available all the
time.

e Introduce and promote the academy to urge
students to join after the organization with the Tanta
University’s academy manager.

e  Organization and holding training activities for
students in Tanta University, which include
(courses - seminars - workshops - conferences - and
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visits to the headquarters of Huawei Company in
Egypt) after the coordinator with the manager of the
Academy in Tanta University.

e Train and certify up to (6) instructors from the staff
members and teaching assistants, Knowing that the
cost per trainer is 20,000 EGP

e Give up to 100 vouchers to the top qualified
students covers the international exams.

e Pay 400 EGP to Tanta University incentive upon
each student pass the official exam (50% for the
instructor and 50% as a return for Tanta University)

e Participation of experts from Huawei in the
provision of lectures linked to the courses for
students of the Department of Electronics
Engineering and Electrical Communications, and at
the request of the university represented in the
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Manager of the Academy in the College of EEpta]
Engineering for that and to link the courses with the
latest technology.
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e Nominate a number of instructors to attend TOT
training and they must pass the exam after training
so that he can train the students.

e Assign the Academy Location that shall be
equipped according to the specifications of the
training programs such as: (computers - Internet
network, etc.) (See Annex 1)

o Allow fresh-grades and students from other
universities to attend the training and make permits
for admission to the university under the regulations
of Tanta University.

e  Give the first two classes free of charge for students.

e Academy shall is keen to ensure that the accredited
trainer shall hold (10) training courses until
December 2020. If the instructor left the academy,
university shall bear the cost to train his
replacement.
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2. Cooperation in Academic Research
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Huawei Technologies Egypt will be the focal point
between the research and development center in China
and the research and development center of the
university.
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2.1 Objectives of this collaboration track is :

a) Develop the academic research collaboration
model to harness the potential impact of ICT
Technology into national development, digital
transformation and economy growth of Egypt.

b) Prepare high caliber talent pool and advance the
quality of the graduates through industry expertise
and knowledge exchange
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¢) Advance joint innovation and partners eco-system
development in selected projects that satisfy the
following criteria:

e Solutions based on Key emerging Digital
Transformation technologies: Al, IoT and Smart
City domains that solve local and national

challenges.
e Solutions that have potential for pilots,
industrialization, sustainability —and market

exposure locally and regionally.
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a) Define, select and agree with the university and
stakeholders (in Huawei) on the scope and
objectives of the Collaboration project* that
satisfies the criteria above.

b) Provide validation & certification environment
for Tanta university team to verify and validate
the selected project on Huawei OpenLab
infrastructure

¢) Exchange industry and technology experience
through workshops to achieve the project
objectives
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2.3 Evaluate Collaboration success

a) Based on the project agreed upon success
criteria, the project will be assessed by a
committee formed from Tanta University and
Huawei and results are published from both
parties through the proper agreed-upon
channels after the agreement

b) If Pilot project objectives are successfully met,
program can be extended to other projects
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3. Smart University Consultation
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Tanta University and Huawei have expressed the
intention to enter into the joint-team arrangement
whereby both parties will enter the ICT transformation
design & development plan to achieve Tanta’s
University vision to be Smart University.
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4. Effectiveness and duration
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This MOU shall enter into force from the date of
signature by both parties and shall remain in force for
(24) months or at any time by termination by either
party in writing and with a notice of 30 days.
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5. Costs

Unless otherwise agreed or specified, each party to bear
their own responsibilities
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6. Termination

This MOU may be terminated immediately by either
Party if any of the following events occur:

a) The filing by or against the other Party in
any court of competent jurisdiction of a
petition in bankruptcy or insolvency; or

b) The other Party enters into a scheme of
rearrangement  (reorganization)  with
creditors; or

¢) The appointment of a receiver or trustees
in respect of the business of the other
Party; or

d) The making of an assignment by the other
Party for the benefit of its creditors.

This MOU shall terminate automatically and with
immediate effect upon one of the following events
occurring:

a) The Parties conclude a Contract or
Purchase Order for the Project;

b) The Parties fail to secure the Contract or
Purchase Order for the Project within 24
months of the date hereof; or

c) The Parties mutually agree to terminate
this MOU.
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7. Intellectual Property rights

a) The parties warrant that they are only entitled
to use Intellectual Property rights owned by the
other party within the limit necessarily in
connection with this MoU;

b) The parties indemnify and shall at all times
keep the other party indemnified against any
action, claim, suit or demand, including a
claim, suit or demand for or liability to pay
compensation or damages and costs or
expenses arising out of or in respect of any
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breach of any third party's Intellectual Property
rights relating to the provision of information
or materials under this MoU;
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f) Any existing Intellectual Property owned by
the Huawei and used to deliver training will be
licensed to the Academy at an agreed cost for
the purpose of training delivery.

g) Licensing any intellectual property rights
provided by Tanta University in the name of
the university.

8. Legal Status Sl sl 8

Apart from the obligations of confidentiality, privacy and
intellectual property set out in clauses 6, 7 and 8, this MoU
shall not be legal binding and creates no legal rights or
obligations.
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This Contract shall be governed and construed
according to the Egyptian Law, any dispute
arising in connection with this Contract shall
be subject to the jurisdiction of the Southern
Cairo Court for First Instance.
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
