The Medical Convoy in Mit Annor Village in Zefta

Furthermore, in cooperation with Veterinary Medicine
Directorate, the university organized a veterinary convoy where

medicaments of the examined animals were distributed for free.

Moreover, Faculty of Nursing organized a cultural convoy for
citizens of the village where symposiums were held following all

precautions against COVID-19.
